How to reach the Danish Cancer Society (DCS)

From Copenhagen Airport/Kastrup
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TAXI
Taxis stands are outside arrival areas at 

Terminal 1 and 3.
Taxi fares include VAT and tips, and you can 

normally pay by credit card.

It takes approx. ½ hour to reach DCS,

depending on the traffic. 

TRAIN
Train tickets are available from the DSB

ticket office above the railway station in
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Terminal 3.  Tickets and travel cards (for

Copenhagen and Northern Zealand HT-zone)

are also available from ticket machines in 

the station area.
Schedule:

To Copenhagen (central station): every 10 min.
To Helsingør:  every 20 min.
To reach DCS, take the train towards Helsingør, get off at Østerport Station  (approx. 23 min.) and from there take a taxi to DCS (approx. 5 min.).

If you travel light, DCS is within walking distance from Østerport Station (10-15 min).

METRO
Tickets for the Metro are available at the Metro station and at the DSB ticket sales counter in Terminal 3. 
Please note that the ticket machines do not accept notes, only coins and cards such as Dankort, VISA, etc.

The Metro station is located at the end of Terminal 3 and is covered by the roof of the terminal.  The Metro runs daily every 4-6 minutes between 5.00 and 24.00 and every 15 minutes between 00.00 and 05.00 on Thursday, Friday and Saturday night. 
To reach DCS, take the Metro from the airport and get off at Nørreport Station in the center of Copenhagen (takes approx. 15 minutes), and from there take a taxi to DCS (takes approx. 10 min.) OR:  the S-tog (S-train) (line A to Farum, B to Holte, C to Klampenborg, E to Hillerød) (approx. 3 min), get off at Nordhavn Station  and from there walk to Strandboulevarden 49 (takes approx. 8 min.).  

It is cheaper to go by Metro and S-train - but easier to reach DCS by taxi or train.
